LETTER FROM THE EDITOR 

 
Dear Lois: 
 
Thank you and everyone who writes such nice comments.  Truly, we have a great 
neighborhood, and it takes a lot of people working together to keep it that way.  That 
goes for anyone who does even the smallest part.  Expressing your concerns is one of 
the best ways to contribute by letting us know how you are feeling and how we can help. 
 
I did not see the comments by the Chief of Police, but I am offended at his classification 
of our neighborhood.  There are murders and crime in other neighborhoods, and he 
should not have singled us out.  We need to partner with the police to change the reputa-
tion of East Montclair and not stand by and blindly accept their opinions as fact. 
 
I don’t know why we have so many emergency vehicles using Syracuse to get to their 
locations.  I would assume that it is because the ‘old faithful’ Quebec is so overcrowded 
with traffic, and that they have begun using our street as have the other vehicles creating 
Syracuse’s rush hour traffic.  Remember when it was just a quiet neighborhood street? 
 
As to the police reports that I put in the newsletter each month, I’m sure there are some 
who feel that we shouldn’t do that.  At one point, the reports we got were only about the 
worst crimes in our area.  People knew that there was more going on than we were hear-
ing, so Marcia Johnson’s office was asked to provide the whole picture.  And that is what 
I give you. 
 
Behind the scenes, the lists I get from her office are quite large because they are from 
the whole of District 5.  I go through each list and pull out the offenses that are in East 
Montclair.  If you were to see these lists, you would be surprised at the volume of crimes 
that are reported and the neighborhoods they’re reported in.  It doesn’t seem to matter 
how affluent those areas are, they still have crime.  East Montclair is not unique.   
 
Therefore, if anyone sees this list and thinks of moving or not buying here, perhaps you 
should suggest that they check the crime reports from other areas.  I think they would be 
surprised. 
 
In addition, my personal feelings are that I would rather hear the truth than get a sugar-
coated version of the reported offenses.  This lets everyone know where the problems 
are and what they should be watching for in protecting themselves and their homes. 
 
I would be willing to change the format of the police reports if I had some feedback.  I 
have no way of knowing how people feel if they don’t tell me.  That is what the “Letters to 
the Editor” space is for.  The EMNA board has long been trying to find out how our 
neighbors feel about issues, and the members have remained strangely silent.  Let’s 
change that.  Let’s start the dialog. 
 
Thanks, Lois, for voicing your opinions. The members of the board and I appreciate 
hearing from you.

From Councilwoman Carol Boigon: 
 
Every year I host a baby shower in my backyard for Denver Health’s Newborns in Need Program. Everybody is in-
vited.  A few hundred of you came by or dropped off gifts. To all of you who participated: many, many thanks.  To 
those of you who could not join us, there is still a way to help: you can write a check to Denver Health’s Newborns in 
Need program, or call the program and sign up to host your own Newborns in Need baby shower. This is a wonderful 
activity for service clubs, churches and synagogues, social clubs, youth groups, and circles of friends. 
 
At the baby shower, we collected new baby clothes and blankets, boxes of new diapers, strollers, pack and play’s, 
car seats, cash and checks, and other items on the list prepared by Denver Health. Denver Health volunteers pick up 
the supplies and package them to give to low-income moms who give birth at the hospital. 
 
I support this effort because it does so many important things well; it gives these moms the equipment they need to 
start providing proper care for their babies.  It introduces the young parents to the elements of good parenting: 
warmth, safety, nutrition, cleanliness, reliability; and encourages bonding between mom and infant, which is the all-
important connection that underlies the development of every healthy human personality. 
 
Newborns In Need, a Denver Health Foundation program, provides infants born to low income families with basic 
baby care supplies.  Every year, nearly 4,000 babies are born at Denver Health.  More than 85 percent of these new 
babies are born to families living below the poverty level.  Families in this situation often must make gut-wrenching 
choices between buying baby supplies and paying for basic necessities such as rent and heat. 
 
Last year, the hospital distributed 2,169 New Baby Welcome Bags and raised additional funds to meet special cir-
cumstances.  Each bag is filled with essentials such as blankets, clothing, diapers and car seats.  Denver Health is 
always in need of new donations.  Donated items leave the hospital with a new baby as quickly as they are collected. 
 
The Denver Health Foundation is always in need of the following NEW items for the “New Baby Welcome Bags”: 
Disposable diapers, wipes, diaper bags   Onesies, undershirts, sleepers 
Bibs, socks, booties, sweaters    Blankets, baby wash/baby shampoo 
Nursing supplies (pumps, pads, cream, etc)  Baby ear thermometers 
Baby picture books and toys    Cribs and crib sheets 
Strollers and car seats

Holiday Safety Tips

As we enter the holiday season, the Denver Police Department would like to remind everyone of some simple safety 
tips that they can take to avoid being a victim of crime: 
��
· STAY ALERT! 
· Avoid driving alone or at night. 
· Avoid parking next to vans, trucks with camper shells, or cars with tinted windows. 
· Park as close as you can to your destination and take notice of where you parked. 
· Never leave your car unoccupied with the motor running or with children inside. 
· Do not leave packages or valuables on the seat of your car. This creates a temptation for thieves. If you must 

leave something in the car, lock it in the trunk or put it out of sight. 
· Thieves look for purses, I pods, GPS devices, cell phones, or other small devices of value.  HIDE THEM BE-

FORE YOU LEAVE YOUR HOME! 
· Be sure to locate your keys prior to going to your car. 
· Keep cash in your front pocket. 
· Notify the credit card issuer immediately if your credit card is lost, stolen or misused. 
· Keep a record of all of your credit card numbers in a safe place at home. 
· Be extra careful if you do carry a wallet or purse. They are the prime targets of criminals in crowded shopping 

areas, transportation terminals, bus stops, on buses and other rapid transit. 
· Teach your child to go to a store clerk and ask for help in case your child is separated from you. 
· Teach children to stay close to you at all times while shopping. 
· Never allow children to make unaccompanied trips to the restroom. 
· Have something to eat before consuming alcoholic beverages. 
· Eat high protein foods that will stay in your stomach longer and slow the absorption of alcohol into your system.

RECYCLERS’ CORNER 
  Recycling Myth 8: Learn the Truth.  

 (Part 8 of 12) 
 

Myth:  Someone told me pizza delivery boxes cannot be recycled.  
  
FALSE.  Pizza delivery boxes can be recycled in the Denver Recycles purple carts.  Pizza boxes that have the food 
remains scrapped out and have a minimum amout of grease soaked into the cardboard can still be recycled.  How-
ever, pizza boxes soiled with grease and food debris should not go in the purple recycling carts.  Heavily soiled pizza 
boxes can be composted in your backyard compost bin (cut them up first) or through the Denver Composts pilot col-
lection program. 
  
Remember, even if the bottom of the pizza delivery box is contaminated with grease or food, you can still rip off the 
top of the box and recycle that part in your purple cart.
