   Greetings Neighbors! No Message this time but a public example of neighbors helping neighbors and good reasons to 
be a part of this organization and to be friends with your neighbors, Enjoy!  

Extra precautions against break ins in Park Hill!!  
From my friend Tony Beach:  
  
Hello Park Hill Neighbors and Friends, 
  
A neighbor of mine on the 2300 Block of Grape Street just shared with me that for the last two nights (early mornings: 
Wednesday 3:00 A.M. and Tuesday 2:30 A.M. / July 13th and 14th) she and her husband witnessed a silver SUV (possibly a 
Ford make) driving down the street while stopping and looking into parked cars. On both occasions the SUV was driving slowly 
from north to south as they apparently cased our block (cars and homes). 
  
While I've received other emails about similar incidents where suspects are driving around looking into parked cars with flash-
lights at night, this one takes it one step further. 
  
This morning (Wednesday July 14th, around 3:00 A.M.) my neighbor observed what appeared to be an Hispanic male dressed 
in a black T-shirt and black pants outside the suspicious SUV while the driver remained in the car. My neighbor watched him 
make his way up onto the sidewalk in front of my home while bypassing my parked car, going toward the front stairs of the 
house looking up at it. When she yelled out at him he returned to the SUV and they drove off. This same silver SUV has re-
peatedly done this on our block two nights in a row now. 
  
My neighbor called the District 2 Police Station on both occasions to report the incident, and while waiting to see if any officers 
would respond, she never saw that any came by. 
  
This is disturbing -- for my home was broken into in broad daylight in February of 2008 along with other neighbors' homes that 
very same day while no one was at home. The "M.O." of those crimes were characterized by knocking or ringing the doorbells 
to see if anyone was home, and then making their way around to the rear of the homes to force their way in. This steps things 
up a notch, if in fact, that the intent now could be to break into an occupied home in the wee hours of the morning. And to boot, 
many of us have young children and other family members at home. 
  
I have to thank my observant and concerned neighbors, on which both occasions (in the 2008 break-in, as well as this poten-
tially attempted and foiled break-in) the crimes were either interrupted in process or prevented from happening by their astute 
and brave actions in confronting the suspects. 
  
Please, don't hesitate in immediately calling 911 to report suspicious activity or persons in our neighborhood. It's our homes, 
our neighborhood -- and we can trust our intuitions. Yelling from a safe distance seems to have proven successful as well evi-
dently. Remember, if the police do decide to investigate a report, it will take them time to arrive on a scene. Our moments of 
hesitation and/or wondering if we ought to make a call could dramatically affect the outcome of an unfortunate situation. If the 
situation warrants it, be convincing in the urgency of your call to 911.

This study and others 
confirm that exercise of any kind improves strength, gait and ability to perform activities of daily living among older adults 
with osteoarthritis, and, in many cases, reduces the pain associated with the disease.

Permit fees will be waived for neighborhood block parties Tuesday, Aug. 3 

DENVER, CO - On Tuesday, August 3rd, 2010, Denver neighborhoods will join communities nationwide for the ñ27th 
Annual National Night Outò to celebrate the role of citizens and neighborhoods in preventing crime. The primary focus of 
National Night Out is to heighten crime-prevention and drug-prevention awareness, generate support for and participa-
tion in local anti-crime programs, strengthen neighborhood spirit and police-community partnerships, and alert would-be 
criminals that Denverôs neighborhoods are organized and united against crime. 

Officers from the Denver Police Department will visit the gatherings to help organize block watches and provide safety 
information to residents. Denver Public Works will waive its street closure permit fee for the third year in a row to encour-
age neighborhoods to host block parties, cookouts, parades, youth activities or other events.

    Be sure you have your house number on both the alley and street side of your house.  Firemen and police officers frequently ap-
proach from the alley. 
    Don't make your yard a safe hiding place for criminals.  Use chain link instead of privacy fences.  Thorny bushes such as roses 
deter peeping toms. 
    Dead bolts on your doors are essential, being sure they are keyed both inside and out if they are within 40 inches of glass.  Tell 
your locksmith you want the best! 
    Dusk to dawn lighting is great - both exterior and interior.  Use motion detector lights outside and timers inside.  Also leave the ra-
dio or TV on when you're away from home. 
    Best wishes and remember to report suspicious activities and people when it occurs.

Neighbors Helping Neighbors ðCommander Jones Response ðConôt. 

We have identified a pattern of burglaries in your neighborhood.  They have been occurring overnight when people are likely at 
home.  So far of the six, five have been through unlocked garage doors and one by using the key from a key box.  To date, 
there have been no witnesses on these burglaries.  Nighttime burglaries are very concerning for us as well!   
  
I followed up on the information from Mr. Beach.  Officers were dispatched on both of the calls you reference and both times 
contacted the ñpaperboyò delivering papers in silver Ford Escape.  They said that the man delivering papers was older and 
they observed him leaning on cars to steady himself before he walked to doors to drop the papers.  The detectives are follow-
ing up on this as we recognize this may be a ruse.  The burglaries actually started on the 15th and occurred on the 15th, 16th 
and 18th for the most part.   
  
We have given this information to all of the officers in the district and they are making a concerted effort to spend much more 
time patrolling there during the overnight hours.  We are also working on any leads we can find to solve these crimes and iden-
tify the perpetrators.   
  
I do appreciate Mr. Beachôs comments that it is imperative that everyone watch for any suspicious activity and call us 
immediately ï no matter how trivial it may seem at the time.   We will be as vigilant as possible in responding to those 
calls.   
  
Thank you all for your concerns and for working with us in solving this.  Please pass this information along to all of your 
neighbors.  Most importantly, remind everyone to lock their doors and windows as these thieves are taking advantage of the 
opportunities of unlocked doors and windows for easy, quick, quiet access to your homes and garages.
